Why do people buy
things they have not seen with their own eyes? One of the reasons might be tha some people believe:
hat hings can be bought mre cheaply by mail. Another advantage of mail-order shopping s that i

‘more comfortable to it at home and look through a catalogue than to rush sround the sores. With the
catalogue from a large company, you have your own shop window for almost everything you might
wantto buy.

‘The mail-order business s very wide-spread. Some companies hire people to show products
listed in the catalogue to possible customers. Perhaps you have had one of these people call you or
come by your home.

Buying from a catalogue is 5o easy. It saves the shopper time and trouble. Sometimes, it saves.
the shopper moncy. But people often buy more than they can realy afford, since they can buy now and
pay later on.
